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Henry Mavis, President Emeritus
PPA members were saddened to hear of the loss of
Henry Mavis who passed away on March 8th.
Henry was a dedicated member of the club for over
30 years and served as its
president for over ten years.
Henry was born on December
18th, 1919 in New Britain,
Connecticut. He was a member
of the United States Regular
Army from 1938 through 1941.
He re-entered the service in 1942
and was a Staff Sergeant at Fort
Bevins, Massachusetts where he
was involved in setting up a
prisoner-of-war camp. He was
later trained at Fort Benning,
Georgia as an infantry paratrooper
commander. In December 1944
as part of the 101st Airborne Division, he was sky
lifted into the Battle for Bastogne. During this
engagement with the enemy, he received a battle
field promotion to first lieutenant. In April 1946 he
was discharged from service after receiving the
Croix de Guerre, World War II Victory Medal,
Distinguished Unit Badge, and the American
Campaign Medal. Henry was very proud of his
military service.
In September, 1961 Henry married Sylvia, his lovely
wife for many years. He retired in 1981 from the
Irving Trust Company.
We all will remember his disarming smile, his bright
eyes, and his ever present positive attitude.
A memorial service was held for Henry on March
11th at which club members Herb Sandler and
Barbara Raggi recited their eulogies. They are as
follows:

Henry Mavis was president of Pictorial 
Photographers of America longer, I believe, 
than anyone else in its illustrious history.
But the most remarkable thing to me during 
the twenty-five or more years that I knew 
him, was his unflagging devotion to PPA.
Not a day went by that Henry and Sylvia, did
not have our club in their thoughts.
When he was in the hospital and then a nursing
home, Arlene and I would visit him, and 
after the initial greetings, the conversation 
immediately turned to PPA and his concerns 
about working out challenges and ways to 
improve the club.
During Henry’s years at PPA he was always 
generous with his time and his energy, and 
resourceful with his contacts in the
photographic world.
We were fortunate in having Henry as our

Competi t ion Rules  (October 2004)

1. All competitions, except as noted in the yearly program, are held at the first meeting of each month
from October through May.
2. Judges will assign a grade between 4 and 9 for each entry. A grade of 9 is an Award and will receive 3
competition points. A grade of 8 is an Honorable Mention and will receive 2 competition points. A grade of 7
is a Merit and will receive 1 competition point. Grades of 6 and below receive no competition points but
are eligible for re-entry according to the rules below. Grades will be assigned provided that there are at
least three photographers in each picture category.
3. A member is permitted to enter up to 50% of their season entries, in a particular medium, with images
taken prior to becoming a member. (This does not apply to new members in their first club season.)
4. Prints: Members may enter up to three black-and-white and/or three color prints every month. Every print
must have a title and the maker's name on the back for identification purposes.
5. Prints must be mounted on firm board, no larger than 16"x20".
6. A print may be entered up to three times. If a print has won an Award or Honorable Mention in any
season, it may not be entered again at any time. See “Exceptions”—Portfolio Night Rule below.
7. Slides: Up to three slides (2"x2") may be entered every month, mounted in ready mounts. Sandwich
entries are permitted. Glass mounted slides will not work in our projector. The maker's name and picture
title must appear on the mount.
8. Slides may be entered only twice during the year and once in the new year if it was entered in previous
years. If a slide has won either an Award, Honorable Mention, or Merit in any season, it may not be
entered again at any time. See “Exceptions”—Portfolio Night Rule below.
9. Slides must be clearly spotted or marked in the lower left-hand corner as you hold them for hand viewing.

Theme Night: Chairpeople or program committee members may preview entries to assure that they 
conform to the theme. Makers may be asked to give their rationale to help determine the eligibility of 
their entry. Please adhere to the given theme. Relevance plus photographic merit will count.
Portfolio Night: Up to three prints and/or slides which have been submitted in the present season or 
non-winners from prior seasons, may be entered. Sandwich slide entries are permitted.
